Trinity Specialist College is a Further Education day
placement centre providingp to a forty-eight week

provision for students with learning difficultieshallenging

behavioursand/or disabilities and Autistic Spectrum
Condition (ASC).

The College was opened in 2011. It was started, an
run, by two sets of working parents who had struggl
to find appropriateprovision for their ownyoung
adultswith disabilities.
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There are wet rooms for personal care, a large gard
with picnic benches andporting facilitiesa sensory
cabinand a domestic kitchen and laundry where
learners can develop their independence skills.

The college currently caters for 2tudents
at 'The Lindridge'which is a converted and
much extended farmhouse located in a
beautiful rural setting surrounded by farm
land.

The building is light, spacious and aiigh
three large classroomeachaccommodating
up to eight students. There is space for
group sessions, individual work stations, I1C
work stations, relaxation areas and a 'safe
space where students are encouraged to
selfmanage their anxieties.

Functional skills (literacy, numeracy and I.C.T.) are taught as discrete sub
in ability groups, but are also integrated into the whole curriculum to embe
the knowledge and skills learneahd place themin real life situations.
